An apt royalty-themed book for this special
coronation year! Julia Golding's history of royal
animals is a fascinating and educational collection
of true stories of animals associated with British
royalty since 1066. Year 6 are familiar with the
work of Julia Golding, an award-winning author
whose past work is often historical, and this
book continues this theme. At the beginning of
the book, the Royal family timeline is a helpful
reference and sets some context for the
following stories. This book is full of wonderful
facts and amazing true stories, most of which
are quite a surprise - like learning that there
were giraffes in Windsor Great Park and that
royals were given elephants and thought they
should be given wine to drink!
